Stonewall Resort:  From I-79 take exit 91 (Roanoke) then travel south approximately 2.5 miles on Route 19.  The resort will be on the left.  Stop at the entrance gate for parking directions.  Warning…the speed limit in the park is 30 mph, as many of my fellow resort employees can tell you, the minimum fine for speeding is $120 and 2 points on you license.
